 $275    Returning Students (Elementary/Middle) 
 
New Students – Application for enrollment should be accompanied by a $75 application fee.  Curriculum fee 
of $350 is payable upon acceptance of student. 
Returning Students – Application for enrollment should be accompanied by a $275 curriculum fee. 

 

TUITION 
 *The first tuition payment for all students is due June 6, 2011. The remaining nine (9) payments are due 
as per the payment schedule.  If the first payment is not received by June 6, 2011, the enrollment is considered 
void and your student will be withdrawn from The Village School.  If a student withdraws after the first 
tuition payment is made, that payment is non-refundable.
